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Beginner’s Astrology Level 1 Part 1
Level 1 introduces you to the stage (the houses) and the backdrop (the signs) of the birth chart. By the end of the subject you’ll be able to demonstrate which houses are dominant in your horoscope and explain how this affects your life. You will be able to determine which Zodiac signs influence which areas of your life and come to understand why you act differently in different situations. You’ll also encounter some of the famous faces throughout history who worked with astrology.

Learning outcomes:

On completion of this subject in a satisfactory manner, students will be able to:

1. Describe the area of life each of the 12 houses defines.
2. Describe the four elements from a physical and psychological perspective and identify the signs which belong to each element.
3. Define the 3 modalities and identify the signs which belong to each modality.
4. Describe each Zodiac sign individually by quality, modality and element.
5. Define the evolutionary role each Zodiac sign represents.
6. Demonstrate an understanding of the characteristics and attitudes of each Zodiac sign.
7. Identify which Zodiac signs rule each house in your birth chart.
8. Demonstrate an understanding of how the Sun’s movement through the sky sets the template of the birth chart.
9. Recognise the patterns that form between similar Zodiac signs.
10. Describe the conflict and challenges between different signs of the Zodiac.
11.  Present an interpretation of a birth chart based on combinations of signs and houses.
Structure of the training:

This subject is offered as either a series of 10 x 2 hour classes or 3 full day intensives. A combination of visual and theoretical techniques is used to enhance your understanding of astrological symbols and archetypes at all levels. The training is provided through direct application of basic astrological theory to your own life (via your birth chart). Practice will take place within the workshop with recommended follow-up practice between the students.  

Assessment: 
Written assignment: 
A 500 – 1000 word interpretation of your own birth chart, according to the Zodiac signs on each house cusp. Describe how each Zodiac sign describes your approach to each house (area of life).
